First Semester SY 2015-2016 Enrollment Data
The Cagayan State University  

(CSU) recored a better - than 
expected enrollment growth of 7.8 
percent this semester, boosting its 
efforts to attract more Cagayanos 
to join the University, the biggest 
state university in Northern Luzon in 
terms of student population.

In its latest enrollment data, the 
University Management Information 
System (MIS) reported that, for the 
1st semester of SY 2015 - 2016, CSU 
enrolled 40,905 students in its eight 
campuses and 19 colleges.

This figure indicated a difference 
of 2,479 from last year’s first 
semester digit: 38,426.
